MOUNT CARMEL ELDERLY VETERANS HOUSING
MOUNT CARMEL BOROUGH, NORTHUMBERLAND COUNTY
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT

Northumberland County has allocated $33,640 of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
Entitlement funding, FFY 2017, C000069218; Mount Carmel Borough has allocated $750,000 of HOME
funds, ESA#201802079880; and $250,000 of PHFA PHARE funding will be utilized to undertake the
Mount Carmel Elderly Veterans Housing project.

The Housing Authority of Northumberland County (HANC), in conjunction with its sister agency the
Housing Development Corporation of Northumberland County (HDCNC), has determined a strong need
for affordable senior housing in southern Northumberland County. More than 300 are on HANC's
waiting list for its Section 8 Voucher Program. The Housing Authority’s plan to work closely with the
HDCNC to expand the supply of affordable housing in the County was vetted as part of HANC's PHFA
plan approval process.

The proposed project involves the construction of five one-story, one-bedroom garden apartments for
seniors (62 years+), with a preference for veterans, to be located on a lot owned by the Housing
Development Corporation of Northumberland County near 310 West Seventh Street in Mount Carmel
Borough, Northumberland County. To qualify, housing household income must be at or below 50% of
the median income of Northumberland County.

The design features front porches with a zero-step entrance to accommodate seniors who have mobility
issues. Community Development Block Grant funds will be used for infrastructure improvements,
specifically using force account labor to construct sidewalks from the private, on-site parking lot to each
unit, as well as any necessary upgrades to water and sewer mains.

Enclosed you will find location maps of this proposed project. Please review this project for any
historical or cultural effects it may have in the County.
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Also, in accordance with Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA), we are requesting
that you review this project to determine if you are aware of any properties that are included in or
eligible for inclusion in the National Register.

In accordance with grant regulations, an Environmental Review must be performed on all projects which
utilize federal funds. This includes consulting with various community groups and public agencies which
may have an interest in this project.

So that we may proceed in obtaining environmental clearance from DCED on this project, we are asking,
if you choose to respond, please do so by July 9, 2018. Your comments will become a part of the

Environmental Review Record.
